Students graduating under
this programme are awarded the PSEB Senior Secondary (10+2) Pass Certificate, which
is recognised at par with Senior Secondary certificates of conventional streams.

Accordingly, all State and Private Universities and all Government/Government-
Aided/Private Colleges in Punjab shall :

(a) Treatthe PSEB-issued HSS Senior Secondary (10+2) Certificate as fulfilling “10+2
